SYNOPSIS INCLUDING Pl & CON: Ower the past couple of weeks City staff has
been going through the sile plan review process for the proposed Momory Care Facility which
would move forward pending approval of the third and [inal consideration of the rezoning,

Staff has worked very hard with the applicant (o address some of the concerns that the neighbors
presenied Lo the City Couneil during the public hearing. Particuiarly, the applicant has revised
drawings to include substantial berming and landscaping along the eastorn cdge of the project.
They have also committed and provided information on [inish grading and landscaping the large
triangular open space thal is located behind the existing townhomes which the applicant agreed to
do at the last meeting.

Asg requested, stall has reviewed he need and some potential altornatives relalive io the existing
SE Golden [larvest Drive and the proposed col de sac, I is sialP’s recommendation that this
strect canlinue [0 remain as a public street. The strest not only provides aceess o the exisiing and
futurs two townhome lots but i3 also meanl Lo provide limited access to the commerefal pices o
ihe norih ol this property. Making this a private street would be logisiically difficult with the
townhome associalion and the commmercial property owners to the norih as well as a [inancial
burden on the townhome owners as futore maintenance costs would fall upon the association,

Staff has taken a look at alternalives such as a bammerhead intersection and really tecis thal both
[unclionally and assthetically the cul de sae iz the better oplion as any olher configuration will
malee it dillicull [or larger vehicles lo lum around. The cul de sac also provides a poienlial
benefit to the townhome owners as it ercates some additional parking for the homeowners when
they have gucsts or cvenis ol heir homes. [n total the proposed memory carg site is
approximately 2/3 open space and madilying the cul de sac would not substantially increasc the
OpLn Space.
