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Overview
Trails and greenways provide a number of  positive benefits to communities and the environment. Not only do trails and greenways of-
fer recreation and transportation opportunities, they can also influence economic and community development. 

Benefits include:

-- Opportunities for family oriented outdoor recreation and non-motorized transportation

-- Community and regional trail connectivity

-- Preserving park and open space

-- Strengthen local economy

-- Encourage physical fitness and healthy lifestyle

-- Protecting the environment

-- Opportunities to protect plant and animal communities

-- Stormwater management and flood protection

The City of  Waukee is committed to developing a strong greenway system to serve as the central spine of  Kettlestone and further 
elevate the quality of  life in Waukee.

The Greenway is intended follow the topography and natural drainageways of  the site and will serve as the central spine of  the Kettle-
stone development. Within the greenway, infrastructure systems will be integrated with private and public development spaces includ-
ing parks, open spaces and off  street trails which offer recreational benefits and connectivity between districts. In many cases, the 
storm water management features will become the focal points for neighborhoods and districts and will play an important role in place 
making.

The intent of  the storm water corridors is to allow the area to develop in a collective fashion. All of  the kettles and greenways will be 
connected and, in general, these corridors act as the required storm water detention for the adjacent parcels. This city has purchased 
a majority of  this land from the adjacent property owners and will develop the greenways at their cost. Once development begins the 
property will be assessed a storm water maintenance fee to recoup the initial investment and to fund the maintenance of  the kettles and 
greenways system. This allows for the parcels to maximize densities and develop much faster than they could previously. We believe 
that the added investment by the City of  Waukee will spur a development that is connected, pedestrian oriented, development friendly, 
and affordable. Combine all of  those things with the immediate availability of  a building pad, interstate access second to none, and an 
underserved community; and we think that Kettlestone will have an advantage over any other development in the Midwest.  
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
